Manitoba Bowling Association

Men’s, Ladies and Mixed 9TH Annual Tournament

Saturday November 17, 2012 & Sunday November 18, 2012

CHATEAU LANES- Winnipeg, Manitoba

The tournament will be operated on a handicap basis in two division.

Handicaps will be based on 90% of scratch marks. Scratch marks Division 1 220 – Singles, 440 – Doubles,  880 – Teams.

Division 2 160 – Singles, 320 – Doubles,  640 – Teams.

Mixed Doubles – 440, Mixed Teams – 880 (only 1 Division)

Last season’s C.T.F.highest average with a minimum of 21 games will be used. (If no last season’s average, current season’s highest average of 21 games or more at time of bowling). ALL OTHERS BOWL SCRATCH and CTF sanctioned averages only. If at time of bowling the current season’s average based on 21 games or more is ten (10) or more pins higher than the last season's highest average, the current season’s average must be used.

It shall be each bowler’s responsibility to verify the accuracy of his average, whether originally submitted by the bowler, his team or others. Failure to use the proper average or make correction prior to or at the time of bowling shall disqualify the score it submitted average is lower than actual average. If it is higher, the prize winnings will be paid on that average.

All bowlers will certify their average at time of bowling, prior to the rolling of the first ball in each event. CTF Rule 319E applies. Prize winnings need not be reported.

Bowlers in the following classification are eligible to enter this tournament.

1. All CTF sanctioned teams and individuals that are bonafide members of Chartered Local Associations in the Province of Manitoba.

2. All residents of the Province of Manitoba that hold CTF membership through CTF sanctioned leagues, or unattached membership. For the purpose of this rule, residency in Manitoba shall be defined as having a permanent place of residence within Manitoba for at least 30 days prior to completion of this tournament. All bowlers who wish to purchase or already possess unattached memberships in the CTF shall be required to provide an affidavit certifying residency in the Province of Manitoba.

3. Youth bowlers over 15 years are allowed to bowl.  See attached rule and waiver form.

THE TEAM EVENT WILL BE A 4-MAN OR 4 LADY EVENT OR

MIXED TEAM WILL BE 3 AND 1 OF OPPOSITE GENDER.

Entrants may compete as often as they wish in the team event. When more than two members bowl together more than once, the teams with which they compete shall be eligible for only one position standing in the prize list.

Entrants may compete as often as they wish in the doubles event but shall be eligible for only one prize in the prize list with the same partner.

Entrants may cash only once in the Singles.

PRIZE FEE RETURNED 100% - CTF SCANCTIONED

As part of MBA Policy any bowler receiving any money other than prize money MUST WORK A BINGO in order to receive the funds.

Entry forms must be completely filled out and signed by the Captain of the team or some member of the team as its representative. Entry Fees must accompany Entry Form. Errors or omissions in handicaps must be called to the attention of the Tournament Committee prior to completion of play.

All entrants must be ready to start promptly on time. Any player or team arriving late shall begin play with the score counting beginning with the frame then being bowled. Captains should report to the Tournament Director’s office 30 minutes before starting time to check lineup and averages, to make substitutions if necessary, or names listed on entry form shall be used.

All other rules not stated will follow CTF Rules and Regulations in effect this season.

Unmarried grade or High School students who have not attained the age of eighteen (18) must have written consent of their parents or guardian in order to participate in this CTF sanctioned tournament. Such written consent must be received at least 1 week prior to participation in the tournament, unless his parent or legal guardian, in which case the parental consent form may be filed up to the time the student starts to bowl, accompanies the student.

Entry Fee for All Events must be paid prior to the entrant’s first series.  Bowlers will use their first appearance from each event.

Prize Ratio – One for each four entries, except in All Events, which will be 1 for each 10 entries.

PLEASE NOTE:  The highest eligible Scratch All Events Male and Female bowler will be given $150.00 towards the entry into C.T.F. Team Trials.  If he or she decides not to participate, the 2nd highest eligible bowler will be given this opportunity.   The All Events winner for the handicap seniors division will receive a paid entry into the Provincial Seniors Tournament for both men and ladies.  Monies will only be paid when participation has been shown with a Receipt.
