The money is collected up front, eliminating extra work. Each participant sends his or her order forms and money to your league representative who in turn will send it to Ron Molinski. Then after the order forms are processed they will be sent it to the CTF National Office. CTF will deposit the money from the sale in the National Fundraiser Account and return the order forms to Lamontagne for processing. Lamontange will fill each order and send it directly to the seller, along with a detailed report about 3 weeks later. Once CTF has confirmation that the seller has received their order, they will pay Lamontagne for the order and then forward a cheque to the seller for 50% of the profit. This process ensures that there is no risk and no investment.

How much money does the seller get? Well, the prices are shown in the catalogues, and 55% of that goes directly to Lamontagne, with you, the seller, and CTF share the other 45% equally. CTF will be using their portion of the fundraiser to establish a new National Youth Handicap Tournament. It will not go into CTF’s general funds.         So this is a win-win situation.
